White Collar Crime Law in USA

The expression "white-collar crime™ was created in 1939 during a speech
offered by Edwin Sutherland to the American Sociological Society. Sutherland
defined the term as "criminal offense committed by an individual 1 ___ in the
course of his line of work." Although there has actually been some debate as to
exactly what certifies as a white-collar crime, the term today usually encompasses a
variety of nonviolent criminal activities typically dedicated in commercial
circumstances 2 . Lots of white-collar criminal offenses are particularly tough

to prosecute due to the fact 3 to hide their activities with a collection of intricate
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transactions. The most common white-collar offenses consist of: antitrust violations,
computer and net scams, charge buner scams, 4, bankruptcy scams, health care
fraud, ecological law violations, insurance fraud, mail scams, government scams,
tax evasion, monetary fraud, protections scams, insider trading, bribery, kickbacks,
counterfeiting, public corruption, cash washing, embezzlement, financial espionage
and proprietary knowledge fraud. According to the Federal Bureau of Investigation,
white-collar crime 5 the United States more than $300 billion each year.
Although generally the government charges people for white-collar criminal
activities, the government has the power to sanction corporations also for these
offenses. The charges for white-collar offenses consist of fines, house detention,
neighborhood confinement, 6, forfeitures, restitution, monitored release, and
imprisonment.

The Law Clinic is a partnership between students, academics and solicitors
and barristers in practice locally. It has two objects: to provide a public service for
local people who need legal advice and representation but cannot afford to pay for
it, and to enhance the education of students in the Kent Law School through direct
experience of legal practice.

Law students have the opportunity of working in the Kent Law Clinic. In the
Law Clinic students have the full conduct of cases on behalf of clients - under the
close supervision of qualified lawyers. They can deepen and broaden their
knowledge of law through the experience of working on live cases and through a

structured reflection on that legal practice.
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Students can also develop specific legal skills. The casework requires them to
undertake such tasks as interviewing, legal research, corresponding, drafting
statements of case, negotiating and appearing as advocates before the Employment
Tribunal, the County Court and other forums. Work carried out in the Law Clinic
can count towards a student's final degree in law, and there are many ways that
students can get involved.

Student participation takes place at a number of levels. There is in the Clinic
a culture and atmosphere of enthusiastically engaged involvement with the practice
of law, and with the legal issues that arise in the world beyond the university.

Working in the clinic involves hard work but it is really rewarding, especially
when you hear about your fellow students returning from court winning cases on
their own and seeing the amount of compensation they have won for their client...
